Collaborating with Theatre de la Jeune Lune in Minneapolis, MN over the last few years, Christina’s work includes the Astor Piazzolla tango opera Maria de Buenos Aires (Maria), and their critically-acclaimed Carmen (Carmen) which traveled to the American Repertory Theatre in Cambridge, MA.  She has also appeared at The Guthrie Theater in the world premier of The Great Gatsby, creating the role of Myrtle Wilson.  Some other Guthrie collaborations range from Edith in The Pirates of Penzance to playing the Courtesan in Shakespeare’s The Comedy of Errors. Other companies that Christina has collaborated with include: The Minnesota Opera; the North Star Opera; the Kansas City Repertory Theater; Ex-Machina; Great American History Theater; Nautilus Music-Theater; and New Breath Productions.  Christina has appeared as a featured soloist with the Minnesota Orchestra, taking part in their world premiere of Steven Paulus' "To Be Certain of the Dawn," as well as performing as Hansel in their staging of Hansel and Gretel with The Heart of the Beast Puppet Theater.  As a recitalist, she most recently sang the music of Robert Schumann, performing with Maria Jette during the Schubert Club’s 2006 Saint Paul Summer Song Festival.  Christina has appeared as a guest on Garrison Keillor's "A Prairie Home Companion," and has lent her voice to animated short films by the Dutch filmmaker Rosto A.D (Cannes Film festival award-winner).  She holds a Bachelor of Music degree from Lawrence University Conservatory of Music and a Master of Music degree from the University of Minnesota.

MINDY ESCHEDOR is an active accompanist, music director, coach and recitalist in the Twin Cities.  An Artist Member of Thursday Musical, Mindy is a frequent performer on Schubert Club and Thursday Musical recitals, collaborating with both student and professional musicians.  She has served as Music Director and pianist at several area theater companies, including Nautilus Music-Theater, Jon Hassler Theater, Theater Latte Da, Duluth Festival Opera, North Star Opera, and Minneapolis Musical Theater.  Mindy is a Music Director for Nautilus’ Wesley Balk Opera/Music Theater Institute - a summer training program for the singer-actor.  She is a frequent performer on the Nautilus Rough Cuts series, which often features commissioned works from local composers and librettists.  Mindy enjoys fostering the talents of young musicians and has served as coach-accompanist at several organizations and area high schools.  She is currently the Staff Accompanist at Robbinsdale Armstrong High School and a coach/accompanist at Augsburg College, and has been a Staff Accompanist at MacPhail since 1999.  Mindy earned a Master of Music degree in Accompanying and Coaching at the University of Minnesota.  She also holds a BA in Piano Performance and a BFA in Broadcast and Cinematic Arts from Central Michigan University.
