Scattergood School in Iowa provided safe haven for some German Jewish refugees during World War II, but at the same time German American civilians were being sent to internment camps in the Midwest.  The story of displaced persons is told in a traveling multimedia exhibit housed inside a green school bus, the “BUS-eum.” These stories of the Scattergood hostel and civilian internment are part of the TRACES Museum, which will be a local and a field trip destination during the Gathering.  Perhaps the least known chapter of American WWII history, these stories speak directly to the 2007 Theme “…but who is my neighbor?”
Come learn more about TRACES and the work of Quakers during WW II.  Discuss the role of the American Field Service Committee in setting up the Quaker hostels and other refugee centers in Europe and the US.
